When the
Precious Blood is administered, a small sip is received from the Chalice. If you are not
receiving Holy Communion, please cross your arms so that Priest will know to offer a
Blessing. If you ave not receiving from the Chalice, please cross your arms as the minister
approaches. Intinction (dipping the Host into the Chalice) is not practiced in this parish.
The Body and Blood of Christ is received entirely in either or both consecrated species.
Should you be unable to manage the Choir steps, Holy Communion can be administered
at your pew. Ushers will be happy to assist you
